Click Sign Up (we recommend you do not use your IPA student email
address on your account). Click Get Started. Add your high school
(Irvington Preparatory Academy). Add destinations if you already
know where you would like transcripts sent (seniors only). Lastly, pro-
vide consent by completing the waiver form.
