Playing It Safe 

In these early weeks of the new school year, we have had a number of students who have had 
their walking privileges revoked. It is simple, really. It we observe a student or group of stu-
dents (usually the case) making dangerous choices during dismissal, we pull their privilege to 
walk for a period of time. So students wait in the lobby of the school until their ride pulls up to 
the front, and we radio for each student in turn. According to brain research shared by the 
organization TeenSafe (teensafe.com), “Teens have unconnected synapses in the area [of the 
brain] where risk-assessment takes place, which gets in the way of judgement.” I like that 
phrase — “unconnected synapses.” It’s a polite way of saying that sometimes they don’t have 
“a lick of sense” (a favorite phrase of my own parents back in the day). This year already 
we’ve witnessed some incredibly dangerous behaviors with our walkers boldly stepping in 
front of moving vehicles and not following our lead with the crosswalks. And we appreciate 
the calls when you see “the red shirts” dodging traffic on Arlington or playing “chicken” on 
East Washington Street. Although quite honestly, without specific names, there’s little we can 
do. So we need your help, families, both behind the wheel of your own vehicle during dismis-
sal and with your frugal approval of your own child’s walking privileges. If your child is not 
ready for that responsibility, then by all means, call Mr. Walk and revoke those privileges be-
fore we have to. We will continue to hound them about safety, add reminders to our “Nag of 
the Day” in announcements, and counsel individual students or…here it is...groups of students 
witnessed not exhibiting “a lick of sense.” Once they leave us at the end of the day, they are 
your responsibility. But we don’t stop caring about them and their safety. — [ƻǊȅƴ ±ŜƴŜƪŀƳǇ

Note: ICS currently has a limited number of immediate openings in 2nd, 5th, and 
6th grades and some availability in high school (9-12).  All other grade levels are 
full and have waiting lists of varying lengths, which we are working through as 
seats become available.  New applicants will be placed at the end of the waiting 
list in those grade levels.  The sooner an enrollment application is submitted, the 
better the odds are of getting a seat within our school this year. 

Immunization Records Deadline                                          

Parents/guardians of all school-aged children in Indiana are required by state law to 
have their children immunized  (Indiana Code 20-34-4-2) in accord-
ance with the Indiana State Department of Health requirements. 
These requirements can be found on our website at http://www.ics-
charter.org/2017_immunization_ requirements.pdf. Students entering 
6th grade have additional immunizations that are required before your 
child will be considered fully vaccinated.  Please check with your 
child’s doctor and provide updated immunization records to your 

child’s school nurse as proof of compliance by Friday, September 29, 2017.   If students 
are not in full compliance with this mandate, then they will be excluded from school be-
ginning Tuesday, October 17, 2017, when we return from Fall Break.  This means that 
your child will be sent home with an unexcused absence for each day he/she is out of 
compliance and will not be allowed to return to school until the proper immunizations 
have been completed and the school receives record of them. If you are having any diffi-
culty meeting this public health requirement, please contact your school’s nursing staff. 
We greatly appreciate your cooperation in protecting your child’s health and making a 
positive contribution to public health and safety.
