Well, we do try hard to 
make sure that our top priority Ð our studentsÕ safety Ð is maintained each and every day 
at release. But the only way we can ensure this is through a community effort, meaning 
every driver picking up children needs to cooperate with the system we have in place. 
 
One issue that we need to address is that of cutting across the parking lot instead of 
driving up and down the lanes. WeÕve noticed this risky driving behavior occurring after 
the releases have concluded at 4:15 p.m. This week, we had a parent report a car cutting 
across the parking lot and nearly hitting a child. Please note that once all the releases 
have concluded for the day, the parking lot is not attended by ICS staff. So it is 
incumbent upon all drivers to observe safety rules and our parking lot protocol even when 
ICS staff is not directing traffi c. This is not only courteous, but it prevents anyone from 
being injured Ð or worse. 
 
So PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE, join Mr. Ballard and Mr. Mulherin as vital members of 
our child safety team each day when accessing and leaving the parking lot. Your children 
appreciate it! 
 
AlsoÉp lease drive through the parking lot at a safe rate of speed. After the releases, 
some drivers tend to drive too quickly in leaving the lot. While on school grounds, please 
join us in our ZERO tolerance for driver negligence. Thank you for being a safe, 
responsible driver.

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ICS FLOATING HOLIDAY POLICY 
Board approved on Oct. 2, 2007 

 
!  Each student is allowed 5 floating holidays. 
 
!  The parent is to notify the teacher in writing 3 days before the student will be taking a floating 

holiday. 
 

!  Parents may request that work be sent home ahead of time so the student can work on it while 
theyÕre gone. The teacher should accommodate this request whenever possible; however, parents 
must realize that it may not always be possible for the teacher to send all work in advance. 

 
!  For each day of absence, the student has one day to make up work. (Example: If a student misses 3 

days of school, he has 3 full days to complete all make-up work.) This policy is the same for 
students who are absent due to illness. 

 
!  Students may be allowed to work on make-up work during class time when their other regular class 

work is finished. Students should also expect to complete some of their make-up work at home. 
Students are not to be kept in from recess to complete absent work. 

 
!  If a student is absent for several days in a row, it may not be necessary to require the student to 

make up every assignment that was missed. The teacher may choose to reduce the number of 
problems on an assignment or eliminate assignments that may be redundant. 

 
!  In the case of teachers who give credit for in-class participation, students who are absent should be 

excused from the grade without penalty. 
 

!  Students must have advanced permission from their classroom teachers as well as school leaders in 
order to take floating holidays in the last 2 weeks of a semester. Permission will NOT be granted if 
the student will be missing a final exam or culmination of a signifi cant learning project. There may 
be extenuating circumstances in which administrators will grant permission for a student to 
complete tests and projects a week early and still take fl oating holidays in the last 2 weeks of a 
semester.
