
WINTER BREAK:  Please remember we have just one week of school before our Winter 

Break, which runs from December 24, 2007, to January 4, 2008.

INCLEMENT WEATHER:  Given the storm warnings for this weekend, I’m re-running 

this reminder:  The ICS acts as an independent school when it comes to delays and closings 

due to inclement weather. 

 

Watch your television screens (all local stations), or tune to WIBC-AM (and its coming FM 

version), during winter storms.  The ICS will be listed separately.  (Don’t assume that we will 

follow other schools or school districts!)  Or you can log onto www.ics-charter.org, where 

there will be a weather alert on the home page. 

 

If we are delayed, that means there is no before-school care.  (Channel 8 doesn’t allow us to 

enter a code for before-care; the other stations do.)  A one-hour delay means that the school 

doors open at 9 a.m.; a two-hour delay means 10 a.m. 

 

DRESS CODE:  After Winter Break, we are going to spend a lot of time encouraging 

students to do a better job following the ICS Dress Code.  This will be aimed especially at the 

older grades.

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ISTEP RESULTS 
 

The 2007 ISTEP results were made public this week.  

That’s the soonest we have ever gotten them back, just in 

time for next year’s switch to the spring date!  The graphs 

to the right give ICS’s K-8 results. 

 
We see a lot of good things in our results, including being 

the highest-ranked K-8 charter school in the state (schools 

with 25 test takers or more), and exceeding the overall 

state average in 4 of the 6 grades in the first chart, and 5 of 

6 in the second.  Clearly, our efforts with our literacy team 

have paid off, but the third graph shows that our hiring of 

Mr. Snow as Math Coach this year was right on target.   

 

So many things can affect a school’s ranking in this 

measurement, including our small size.  (Just two students 

in a grade can affect our results by nearly 5%!)  Our 

growth the last couple of years means we have a lot of 

students in the mix who have spent the majority of their 

education in other institutions.  (New students were with 

us about a month before they took the ISTEP.)   

 

As a public school, an important part of our mission is to 

educate and test all students who attend the ICS! 

 

Our main measure remains the NWEA, which is based on 

student growth.  Last year, you may recall, the ICS met or 

exceeded all the NWEA’s growth goals in all grades. 

 

When we receive the complete digital ISTEP information 

from the state, we will publish additional results.
