BLACK HISTORY MONTH PROGRAM:  Each day in February, all ICS classes 

will receive a question involving black history and a clue to the answer.  Each class 

will work together to find the answer to the clue and submit their answer to Mr. 

Ballard by the end of the day.  Classes will earn points for each correct answer.  

Questions will include famous African Americans in local, regional, and national 

history; people of all races who were involved in civil rights; local points of interest 

involving black history, including in Irvington; or historical events that relate to black 

history.  A class can earn bonus points if a student and his or her family visits one of 

the local points of interest, brings back some proof of visiting the site, and then shares 

with the class what he or she learned.   

 

At the end of the month, the classes with the most points will earn prizes.  Our plan is 

for the grand prize to be a field trip to the National Underground Railroad Freedom 

Center in Cincinnati, Ohio, though we are still working out the details. (The Freedom

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MY SPACE AND THE WEB:  As useful and important a tool as the Internet is, it also comes with some very 

concerning features, including the websites “My Space” and “Facebook.”  While these sites describe themselves 

with words such as “social utility” and “forum” and “communities,” they also have become tools for young 

people to express frustration and even anger towards each other. 

 

Here’s a story to show what can happen:  Sue and Jane have a disagreement at school.  They each go home that 

night and post their versions (which, surprisingly, disagree) on their “My Space” pages.  Their friends from 

school, knowing there is some controversy, go onto the site and review what has been posted. 

 

Now, this is all happening while this group of friends are “instant-messaging” each other, discussing what has 

happened and been posted, taking sides, and, perhaps, stirring the pot.  This can go on for hours, and each 

exchange can make things seem worse than the incident at school (remember the “telephone game”?). 

 

So, 8:00 a.m. rolls around, and these two students and their Web friends arrive at our doorstep, in some 

combination mad at each other.  Suddenly, classes are disrupted, there can be arguments in the hallway, and 

Mrs. Harmeyer and Mr. Ballard are suddenly meeting with half-a-dozen students. 

 

Worse, one of the students shows us what is posted on the Internet, and, because it is threatening, we are forced 

to not only call parents, but also the police.  Bullying on the Web has become an epidemic! 

 

Web users, young and adult, do not realize how harsh the written word can be, and how it takes on a life of its 

own.  If you are talking with someone face to face, you have the benefit of voice tone, body language, and 

gestures.  On the Web, there is none of that.  

 

I am writing this because it is becoming a bigger and bigger issue at not only our school, but everywhere.  We 

deal with an incident at least once a week.   

 

So, please, if your child has a social-networking account, monitor not only what he or she is posting, but also 

what is being written back to them.  And keep your computer in a common area where you can observe activity.
