FROM OUR LEARNING WELL CLINIC NURSE: 
Recently, we have seen a few cases of Fifth Disease in our school. Although it is a common virus, some of you 

might not have heard much about it. Please read the information below from the Marion County Health 

Department to learn more about this illness. Of note, pregnant women or those with suppressed immune systems 

should notify their physicians if they have been exposed to Fifth Disease. Children diagnosed with Fifth Disease 

by their physicians are not excluded from school unless they have a fever. Remember, hand washing helps to 

prevent the spread of disease! 

From the Marion County Health Department: Fifth Disease is caused by a virus, parvovirus B19. Symptoms 

may include a mild fever, cold-like symptoms and a red “slapped-cheek” appearing rash which begins on the 

face and spreads to the arms, trunk, buttocks and thighs. This rash may continue to recur for several weeks when 

the child is exposed to temperature changes or sunlight. Mild cases do occur and some have no symptoms at all. 

The child usually develops symptoms between 4-14 days after being exposed to the virus. Some adults may 

develop joint pain or arthritis. About 50% of adults have already been exposed to Fifth Disease, have immunity, 

and are therefore protected from it. 

Airborne droplets from coughs or sneezes may spread fifth Disease. It is important to teach your child to cover 

his/her mouth when coughing or sneezing. Good hand washing helps stop the spread of this disease. The child is 

most contagious before the onset of illness and is not considered contagious after rash appears. Therefore, 

children with Fifth Disease but no fever may attend childcare or school. Pregnant women, immunosuppressed 

persons, or those with sickle cell disease who are exposed to a person with Fifth Disease should consult their 

doctor.
