FROM THE LEARNING WELL CLINIC AT ICS:   We have seen several cases of chickenpox in 

previously immunized students.  Although only one dose of varicella vaccine is required, two are 

recommended. Several of our current cases had received just one dose of the vaccine.   

 

We have arranged to provide a second (or booster) varicella vaccine to those students who have had only 

one.  We will provide a first vaccine for those older students who have not had (and were not required to 

have) any varicella vaccine.  This offer applies to students who have not yet had the chickenpox disease.  

Students who have contracted the disease are considered immune.   

 

The immunization clinic will be provided by Marcia Plant-Jackson, the nurse practitioner at the Learning 

Well clinic at Thomas Carr Howe Academy, and will take place at the ICS on June 10
th

.  There is NO COST 

for this service, but we do need to know how many students would be interested, and parents/guardians need 

to fill out a consent form.  Please call me at school if you wish to participate, at 357-5359 x133. 

  

Also, we are sending home required information about meningitis disease and the vaccine available to 

prevent it.  (This vaccine will not be available at school.)  Please ask your students (5
th

 to 8
th

 grades) for the
