ü Mrs. Pryor:  A very successful year as lead teacher.  Improvements have come in scheduling, professional-

management goals for the teachers, and planning.  Congratulations! 

ü After-school care:  A rocky start, a very good finish! 

Here are some areas to work on: 

ü Lunch program:  We’ve had some issues with the types of lunches provided and how much food is brought 

to us.  We are working with our vendor on these areas.

ü Technology:  Increased use of these tools in the classroom and throughout the school.
